Space to Grow- Great news! In response to the grant application, we submitted a
year and a half ago, Davis has been selected to receive a new playground funded by
“Space to Grow” organization. Our new schoolyard will be a beautiful and
functional space to play, learn, garden and be outside. Please learn more about
this project during our Open House on Tuesday, February 14th between the hours
of 2pm to 6pm.

What is Second Step? “Second Step” is a social emotional curriculum that teachers
use to teach children skills that will promote empathy, manage emotions, and
problem solving. “SEL programs can reduce problem behavior at school, so
teachers can spend more time teaching and less handling behavior issues.” At
Davis, our PreK-5th teachers are implementing weekly lessons.

What are Restorative Practices (RP)? “RP refers to a practices and values that are
holistically taught and modeled for students to prevent and repair harm. These
practices are also meant to build community and relationships among students
with the goal of building a positive and supportive school climate.” At Davis, our 6-
8th teachers are currently being trained in Restorative Practices (RP).

What is Calm Classrooms? Calm Classrooms is a universal program that engages
students in physical relaxation activities including breathing, stretching, and
focusing techniques to help students self-regulate their own emotions and
behavior. PreK-8th grade teachers will be receive training soon!

Student Breakfast and Student Lunch - Per a recent CPS Food Service audit and in
keeping with city, state and federal regulations and the CPS Local School Wellness
Policy, our school will no longer be allowed to provide food items to non-school
attending children and/or to their parents. (This includes both breakfast and lunch
items).
